“Does God Want Me to Be Happy?”

Welcome 
 
Does God want me to be happy?  I want to answer “yes” to that 
question and yet, all by itself, “Yes” is a “true-ish” answer.  That 
means it’s sorta-kinda true.  Jesus answered many questions with 
a more piercing question.  I think that Jesus would say something 
like,  
 
“It depends on _____ ___ _____ ______ to make you happy.”   
 
That is the million-dollar question.   
 
I am going to fill the blanks here for you today.  It may be a 
satisfactory to you.  The lights may come on . . . or maybe you’ll 
just leave church with some work to do . . . we’ll see. 
 
Bottom line . . . God does have plans for each of us.  We talked 
last week about God’s Word being alive and active in our lives.  
Sometimes it creates angst, sometimes comforts, sometimes 
guides . . . but always for some greater reason.  We would never 
chart the course that we find ourselves navigating at certain 
points of our lives. 
 
It’s Thursday morning.  Sgt. Mark Gallagher remains 
unaccounted for in Haiti.  His nickname is Puddles and we gave it 
to him as a part of the 6AM Running Club in Moncton.  (Ask me 
and I’ll tell you why . . .)  By the time that you read this, you may 
know the end of the story that today is not revealed.  That greater 
reason will play itself out in this cliffhanger.  Today I am praying 
for Lisa, Shane and Heather, his immediate family. 
 
Does God want the Gallaghers to be happy?  Yes, I believe that 
He does.  But that doesn’t begin to answer the question.  Maybe 
you are somewhere between conflict and resolution in the story of 
your life.  You are not “happy” but you are in “hot pursuit” 
(Rosco P. Coltraine). 
 
Sometimes the pursuit can take you in the opposite direction of 
the answer.  The good news is that God also pursues us.  So let’s 
take a breath or two today, turn around and watch Him coming. 
 
I am confident that He would like to say something to each of us 
this morning.
